For ýfteen years, the Framingham Education Foundation (FEF) has been supporting innovative 
teaching by awarding grants to employees of the Framingham Public School District. Sharing 
a þair for ingenuity, our grantees develop one-year projects that enhance the curriculum in 
exciting ways for our schoolchildren. Your support for our CARE (Celebrate and Appreciate 
Remarkable Educators) program enables us to support more programs each year. Our grantees 
work in all FPS buildings, at all grade levels, and in all academic subjects as well as in the areas 
of technology, wellness, guidance, citizenship, and special education.
 
To date, FEF has awarded over $200,000 in grants for programs that vary widely: for example, 
through ñThe Sleep Imperative,ò a project focused on math and health, third-graders chart 
their own sleep habits to reveal the effect of proper rest on their academic performance; a 
pre-school project helps non-English-speakers learn science and build vocabulary by growing 
plants together. A recent middle-school grantee is completing a special education business-
skills project in which students plan, shop, bake, and sell items in their own public cafe. At 
Framingham High School, FEF launched a class called LifeSkills, which teaches all freshmen 
about time management, self-organization, and personal responsibility.  

These are some of the dozens of projects made possible by donations from local families and 
individuals, businesses, and foundations to the Framingham Education Foundation. FEF is a 
nonproýt organization, independent of the Framingham Public School District, governed by a 
board of volunteers from the community.
