FEFõs þrst annual celebration of our 
townõs culinary offerings will feature 
music, þne food, and cooking and 
other demonstrations!

Last summer, at the successful 
close of the Framingham Education 
Foundationõs exciting 15th anniver-
sary, we wondered if our 16th year 
could top it.

There certainly has been no 
cause for worry: in 2005ð06, FEF 
set several new records that say a 
lot about the quality of education in 
Framinghamñand the level of com-
munity support:

Å most grants awarded in an 
academic year: 28

Å largest amount of mini-grant-
funds awarded: over $21,000

Å number of schools participat-
ing: all 13, including BLOCKS 
preschool!
Our grantees, all working in 

the Framingham Public School (FPS) 
District, developed innovative new 
projects that enhanced the curricu-

lum in many subject areas and at all 
grade levels. Especially interesting to 
FEFõs Grant Review Committee were 
the collaborations across academic 
departments, across schools, and 
with professional staff, such as oc-
cupational therapy. 

New grant funds
We were also pleased to have donors 
establish two new grant funds this 
year. The Irving August Fund for 
International Understanding focuses 
on international relations. Established 
to honor Irving August, founder of 
F.L.A.M.E. (and cultivator of Framing-
hamõs relationship with its sister city, 
Lomonosov, Russia), this fund has 
already awarded its þrst grant (see 
page 4).

Also established this year was 
the Jade Walsh Fund for Language 
Arts, devoted to supporting creative 

approaches to Language Arts, a 
favorite subject of Jadeõs, a long-
time FEF supporter and former 
board member. The þrst Jade Walsh 
Language Arts grant, underway at 
Stapleton Elementary School, is 
entitled òThe Fire of Life: Experienc-
ing Myth Through Storytelling.ó With 
the help of a professional story-
teller, fourth-graders are studying 
myths from many cultures and then 
developing and presenting their own 
stories using the techniques theyõve 
learned, such as character develop-
ment, òshapingó the drama of their 
story, and oral presentation.

2005ð06 marks the þrst time  
that every school in the FPS District 
has a FEF-funded project underway! 
From early literacy to high school 
theater, from non-native preschool-
ers learning the vocabulary and 
process of science, to study skills 
support for middle schoolers, teach-
ers are taking advantage of this 
opportunity to pilot new approaches 
to skill-building.
